Year 2 Visit to Towneley Hall – 17th June 2026

We are delighted to inform you that we have booked an educational visit for Year 2 on the 17th June at 
Towneley Hall. This visit will enhance the children’s History topic about ‘Toys from the Past’ whilst also 
making a link between Science learning on habitats. 
 
During our visit, the children will be led by a guide inside the Hall to play with old toys and games from the 
past. They will also have the opportunity to dress up in traditional Victorian clothes and look at old, wooden 
objects such as dolly tubs and clogs. The children will then be taken to explore more of the parkland and 
view Burnley’s oldest oak tree! The second half of our visit includes a workshop where children will be 
hunting for minibeasts, pond dipping and observing flying insects. This will be a fantastic opportunity to bring 
the children’s learning to life! 
Details are as follows: 
 
Coach leaves school at 8:45am (children need to arrive for 8:35am).

Clothing: School uniform must be worn along with comfortable shoes. Children will need a light waterproof 
jacket and may need a sun hat/sun glasses depending on the weather. Sun cream needs to be applied 
before arriving at school. 
Children can pre order a packed lunch provided by school on School Grid, or they can bring a packed lunch 
from home. Please note: Children must bring packed lunches in a disposable bag, with their name clearly 
written on it. No lunch boxes or flasks to be brought on the trip. (We don’t want to carry anything back!) 
If you would like your child to visit Towneley Hall, please log into school money to give consent and make a 
contribution by Friday 5th June. There will be an option to make payments in installments in order to spread 
the cost. Contributions are voluntary, but if there are insufficient funds available then the visit may not go 
ahead.
