We are delighted to inform you that we have booked an educational visit for Year 5 on 
Wednesday 24th June to Manchester Museum. We are excited to visit the Egypt Gallery 
where we will learn more about everyday life in Ancient Egypt as well as how they 
prepared for the afterlife. We will also visit the Vivarium, which houses around 30 different 
species of reptiles and amphibians and is recognised worldwide for its conservation work. 
And of course, seeing Stan the Tyrannosaurus Rex in the Fossils and Dinosaurs Gallery is 
always a memorable experience!  
 
The coach will leave school at 9am (children just need to arrive at the usual time for 
school) and we will return to school by 3:30pm.
