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Dear Parents and Carers,
| hope you are all well.

We would like to take this opportunity to remind everyone of a couple of important
school expectations regarding items brought into school.

Firstly, in line with our school policy, children should not wear jewellery to school. The
only exception to this is small stud earrings, which must be removed or covered for PE
lessons. This is to ensure the safety of all pupils during their time in school.

Secondly, we kindly ask that fidget toys, squishies, ‘chewelry’ and similar items are not
brought into school. While we understand these items are popular and enjoyable, they
can often become distracting in the classroom and may be misplaced or damaged.

If your child requires a fidget or similar resource to support their learning or wellbeing,
this must be part of an agreed SEND provision and arranged in advance with the class
teacher. In these cases, only approved items should be brought into school.

We appreciate your support in helping us maintain a safe, calm, and focused learning
environment for all children.
